
T he Huskies wrestlers grappled their way to a 49-6 record, winning six tournament titles in 2009. The Huskies 
finished runner-ups in both the Big 9 Conference and Section 1AAA (team champions Albert Lea went on to 

place second at State).  

For the Huskies it was the twenty-first time placing in the top two in the conference and 
17th time reaching the section finals in the past 23 years. No other team can claim that 
success ratio in both the Big 9 Conference and Section 1AAA. The Huskies have cap-
tured 12 conference titles and 9 section titles, along with two state titles (in 1998 and 
2005) in that time span. 

Individual highlights included all fourteen Huskies wrestlers entered in the Section 1AAA 
tournament placing in the top four in their respective weight classes. This is a school 
record! Another school record was Casey Dehnôs consecutive pin record of 19 with two 
forfeits along the way. This stands as an OHS record along with Matt Uherôs 18 straight pins back in 2005. An-
other major highlight was Hector Millanôs title captured at the huge ñRumble on the Redò tournament held at the 
Fargodome in North Dakota. 

Big 9 Conference wrestlers in 2009 were Nick Scheffert  (103), Scott Summer  (112), Jake Fox  (135), Jordan 
Gnerer  (171), Dalton Henderson  (189), Cody Johnson  (215) and Casey Dehn  (285). 

Section 1AAA placewinners were champions Hector Millan  (130), Jordan Gnerer  (160), Dalton Henderson  
(171), and Casey Dehn  (285). Runnerups were Nick Scheffert  (103), Dillin Schultz  (112) and Tyler Thomas  
(151). Third place finishers were Bowen Schultz (119), Taylor Hedberg  (145), Coyte Kuefner  (189) and Cody 
Johnson  (215). 4th place finishers were Adam Kubat  (125), Jake Fox  (135), and Justin Duruji  (140). Henderson 
went on to place second in state, while Dehn placed 4th and Millan and Dillan Schultz both placed fifth. It was Hec-
tor Millanôs third time placing in state. 

Returning lettermen for the 2009-2010 Owatonna Huskies include seniors Jeremy Duruji, Jake Fox (All Confer-
ence, 4th in section), Jordan Gnerer (All Conference, 3-time state qualifier), Taylor Hedberg (3rd in section), Dalton 
Henderson (All Conference, state runnerup) Enoch Langford , Dillin Schultz (5th in state), Tyler Thomas (state 
qualifier) and Kyle Zeman . Juniors include Logan Barrett, Matt Dinse , Justin Duruji (4th in section), Tommy 
Kraus , Adam Kubat (4th in section), Tom Lundberg , Chase Michaletz , Nick Scheffert (All Conference, state 
qualifier), Scott Summer  (All Conference), Will Van Duzer , Josh Woodrich , and Ben Zeman . Sophomores in-
clude Ben Anderson , Evan Green , Coyte Kuefner, and Jordan Zeman . Freshman Bowen Schlultz (3rd in sec-
tion) also returns.

The Huskies hope to capture Big 9 and Section 
1AAA titles in 2010ðwith five returning state quali-
fiers in Henderson, D. Schultz, Scheffert, Thomas 
and Gnerer, along with several other talented re-
turning starters it could be an exciting season. A 
tough schedule will await the Huskies in 2009-2010 
with top teams like Apple Valley, Albert Lea, Scott 
West, Plainview-Elgin-Millville, several Iowa pow-
ers at the Ames (Iowa) tournament and national 
powers at ñThe Clash,ò as well as the huge 
ñRumble on the Redò tournament. The Huskies will 
definitely be tested during the 2009-2010 season. 

As in past years, the title hopes in conference and 
section for the Huskies probably come down to the 
arch rival meeting of the Albert Lea Tigers. This 
season, the Huskies host the conference meet on 
Thursday, January 14. Both teams look to be highly 
ranked state teams in 2009-2010. 

This yearôs Section 1AAA teams see a slight 
change. Long time Section 1 participant Northfield 
has been moved to Section 2AAA. Long time Big 9 
Conference team Mankato West, will now compete 
in Section 1AAA. Mankato West had previously 
competed in Section 2AAA. 

The Huskies first home date is Thursday, December 3 
when Austin, Waseca and Scott West come to town. 
On Tuesday, December 22, the Huskies host a multi-
meet event with Class AA powerhouse P-E-M, Shako-
pee, Winona, Rochester JM and NRHEG. The Feder-
ated Duals will be Saturday, January 23.

Jordan Gnerer agreed with Millan. ñI was around when he 
got his 800th win and I thought that was amazing, and 
now heôs at 900,ò he said. ñThatôs just incredible.ò

Owatonna Wrestling Club had what I consider to be a 
successful summer of wrestling. The club started off in 
early March with the wrestler count pushing 80 kids. 
Practices were Monday, Tuesday and Thursday. Folk-
style practices ran until early April with freestyle/Greco 
combined. Owatonna sent 10 wrestlers to the Uni-
dome in Cedar Falls, Iowa for the Asic Vaughn Folk-
style Nationals and came away with four All-
Americans, Justin Flores ð8th place, Coyte  
Kuefnerð7th place, Nick Schefferts ð4th place and 
Owatonnaôs first Folkstyle National Champion: Bowen 
Schultz  128# choolboy. Owatonna sent 43 wrestlers 
to the state folkstyle tournament in Rochester and had 
10 place winners with one champion: Coyte Kuefner 
at 171 cadet. 

The freestyle and Greco portion of our numbers went 
down but we still had 30-35 kids in practice. We par-
ticipated in a lot of local tournaments starting off with 
our own Bill Hinchley Open  at the junior high in 
March. With the increased number of wrestlers Owa-
tonna competed at Junior State at Augsburg, Kids and 
Cadets State at Rochester. Tanner Thomas  novice 
112, Greco champ; Nick Scheffert  105 cadet, free-
style champ. 

After the state tournament, Tanner Thomas and Bran-
don Moen  were selected to wrestle in the Minnesota/
Wisconsin Border Bash. 

At this point, the club had three wrestlers willing to 
continue. So off to Augsburg on Mondays and 
Wednesdays went Nick Scheffert, Coyte Kuefner, and 
Logan Barrett . This was a great opportunity as they 
were coached by Dan Chandler , Jake Diechtler , 
Brandon Paulson  and others. Owatonna competed 
at Northern Plains Regionals in Illinois. Nick Scheffert 
and Logan Barrett were selected to compete with the 
Minnesota Storm at the Cadet National Duals in Roch-
ester, where both had great duals. Nick was also se-
lected to compete at Junior Duals in Oklahoma City, 
Oklahoma. Logan and Nick also competed at the 
Greco/Freestyle Nationals in Fargo. 

Statistics show that Minnesota State High School 
champions and a huge percent of state placers com-
pete in USA Wrestling. Hopefully the commitment 
these boys made in the off season with weightlifting, 
camps, and wrestling will translate into success next 
year.

This past year in the off season a group of parents, coaches, and OWA board members got together to see if we 
could make some changes to make the youth wrestling program the best it can be and to try to get the most out of 
each and every wrestler. This is what we as a group came up with, and are going to try this year. Preschoolers and 
kindergartners from all schools practice together, first and second graders together, third and fourth graders to-
gether and continue to leave the fifth and sixth grade program the same as it has been the last two years. This is 
for practices only. This will allow for more practice partners in all age groups. It should also allow coaches to teach 
more advanced moves to the older kids without overwhelming the younger kids. We will continue to have the Fri-
day night meets for preschool through 4th grade, but we are not going to be wrestling by schools this year. After 
the first couple weeks of practice the coaches will split the kids up on four equal teams making it easier to match 
kids up on Friday nights and giving all kids the same amount of matches because all teams will have the same 
number of wrestlers from each grade.

 We will offer an additional practice on Monday nights from 6:30 to 8:30.  
 Cheerleading at OHS, Mondays, 5:30-6:30 

This year we would love to get more kids to participate in the weekend tournaments around the area. There are 
lots of opportunities to wrestle different kids and competition within 40 miles of Owatonna. If you as a parent canôt 
take your child and he would like to wrestle, be sure to ask at practices if any other parents are going. The majority 
of them would love to take your child. It is proven that the kids who go to out of town tournaments have more suc-
cess as an older wrestler. We would also like to encourage your child to wrestle at the end of the year state tourna-
ments. It is a great learning experience and kids who do go have a great time, win or lose. We will be handing out a 
tournament schedule at registration. 

We are also offering the youth wrestling cheerleader program which is open to all elementary girls. The cheerlead-
ers practice one night a week and come to the Friday night meets to cheer on the wrestlers. We are fortunate to 
have Gabrielle Mussman  and Britni Stroschein , high school cheerleaders, back to coach again this year. For 
more info please join us on registration night. 

This year for the signup we require that a parent and the wrestler come to the OJHS cafeteria  for a brief meeting, 
weigh-in, meet the coaches, try on shirts, and pick up schedules. You can come to either a 5:30-6:30 meeting or a 
7-8 PM later meeting both on October 27 at OJHS cafeteria . Please bring two checks that night, one for registration 
and pancake breakfast tickets and the other for your workerôs deposit (you receive this back when you work).

NO TRADING CARDS THIS YEAR 
Due to the challenging economic times the Owatonna 
Wrestling Association has had to make some budget 
cuts. One major and noticeable cut is not having trading 
cards for returning lettermen.  

The first set of cards was made for the 1995-96 season, 
and have been a fan favorite. Eliminating the cards this 
season will save the OWA $1800.  

The award winning cards received state and national 
recognition over the years. Sportswriter Tim Leighton of 
the St. Paul Pioneer Press wrote a feature article on 
them in 2002 and Twin Cities TV station KARE 11 also 
offered to do a story on the cards. 

The OWA has trimmed the budget in several areas. The 
Huskies have to cut back on travel and will reduce costs 
with limited use of coach bus transportation. Regular 
school buses will be used where possible. Hopefully the 
economy will improve and some things can be added 
back in the future. Certainly the trading cards are a tra-
dition that many would like to keep when economically 
possible. 
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First year as JV head coach, Scott Seykora started on 
top. The 2008-09 Huskies JV had one of its best years 
ever! The team went 12-0 in dual meets and many JV 
wrestlers helped the Huskies varsity win 49 meets. The 
average JV Conference dual meet score for the Hus-
kies was an amazing 62-10. They outscored their Big 9 
opponents 745 to 115. 

The Huskies JV wrestlers also competed in seven indi-
vidual tournaments providing many wrestlers competi-
tion on a continuous basis, something not found in 
other high school wrestling programs.  

43 wrestlers took to the mats in junior varsity competi-
tion for the Huskies last season. 

Top honors for the JV team went to sophomore Raul 
Rodriguez . Raul went 27-3 on the JV and scored the 
most team points (114), takedowns (71) major deci-
sions (5) and captured MVW honors. 

Several other JV wrestlers had a great season too. 
Sophomore Will Van Duzen  was 22-1 and shared the 
most pins (11) with Josh Woodrich , 14-3, and Michael 
Katte  (15-8). Sophomore Justin Duruji  (14-0) went 
undefeated for the Huskies and was section 1AAA var-
sity 4th place finisher, cracking the varsity lineup at the 
end of the season. Sophomore Ben Zeman  (14-0) was 
also undefeated for the Huskies, wrestling at three dif-
ferent weight classes just like Duruji. Other solid per-
formers for the Huskies JV were Arden Anderson  (15-
8), and Enoch Langford  (15-5). Mikael Ingvaldson  
(15-3), Logan Barrett  (13-2), Tom Lundberg  (14-2), 
Caleb Kottke  (14-5), Jordan Zeman  (13-2), Aaron 
Brunner  (13-6), Coyte Kuefner (11-2), Matt Dinse (10
-1), Evan Greer  (10-2), Jeremy Duruji  (13-2), Luke 
Cole  (11-2) and Kyle Zeman  (12-2) all had great re-
cords ad and look to be strong contributors to varsity in 
the coming years.
